Moses ended his life in victory but experienced a number of defeats during his
life time:

% Fleeing as a murderer. Exodus 2:10-15

« Becoming a shepherd for 40 years. verses 16-22
% Arguing with God. Exodus 4:1-14

+ Rejection by the Israeli leadership. Exodus 5:14-23
% Facing the Red Sea. Exodus 14:9-12

+«» All the murmuring. Exodus 16:1-3;

% Seeing the weakness of his brother Aaron and facing the Golden Calf.
Exodus 32:15-21

% Having his brother and sister turn on him. Numbers 12:1-15
% |srael’s refusal to enter the Promised Land. Numbers 14:1-10
+* The rebellion of Korah. Numbers 16:1-15

+ Provoking Moses to anger so that he struck the Rock, the Son of God.
Numbers 20:1-13

the mission of bringing Israel out of Egypt into the Promised Land would
be successful.
